Volunteer FAQ list:

Why should I volunteer at LAC?
LAC is a fun place to perform mandatory or voluntary service.  You will be working with knowledgeable facilitators in a beautiful outdoor setting to help positively impact the lives of people in our community.

What type of service project should I expect out here?
The majority of our current projects will have you outside working to improve the infrastructure of the farm.  These projects will generally involve an element of manual labor combined with skills instruction.  Other, more skill specific projects can be developed on a case-by-case basis.

Who can come out to work at LAC?
We welcome any person who would like to help out to fill out our volunteer application.  Applications will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis to place individuals in a way that best caters to both their skills and LAC’s needs.  Minors (under 18) will need to accompany either an adult or another minor (another volunteer) while out here on the farm.

What do I need to do in order to volunteer?
You will need to fill out our volunteer application and our waiver of liability form.  Once we have received those, we will contact you and proceed further on an individual basis.

What do I need to bring with me on my volunteer day?
You will need to bring clothing appropriate for the weather that day.  Generally this means layering, including a water-proof layer.  Any closed-toes shoes are acceptable footwear, although you may feel more comfortable with more heavy duty boots.  We have a saying out here, “There’s no such thing as bad weather, just bad clothing.”  Bring the capacity to have at least 1 liter of water, and lunch/snacks.  Alcohol and cigarettes are not permitted.  Plan accordingly.   

When will volunteer days be canceled?
Volunteer days will be cancelled if public school in Woodford County is cancelled.  If it is a weekend, it can be cancelled if the facilitator at LAC or you as the volunteer feel that unsafe conditions will exist, either in transportation or the actual volunteer project.  No volunteer hours will be completed if the project is cancelled.
